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+ A word that describes a verb is an ADVERB. Some
adverbs answer the question “how?”

* The dog barked LOUDLY.
* The tiger waits PATIENTLY.
* The girl sits QUIETLY.



Adverbs that tell

Where and When.
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* Some adverbs answer the question “Where?”
* It has beautiful pictures INSIDE.

* Some adverbs answer the question “When?”
* Let’s travel to the beach TODAY.
